As outlined in the President’s report, we have been offered an opportunity for a coaching clinic by Catherine Cox, Rebecca Bulley and Kim Green in August at a cost of $3000. The suggestion is to charge $30 per coach to cover the cost.  Rachelle and Penelope are liaising with Catherine Cox.  There was support from council for the coaching clinic with suggestions for any shortfall in costs to be discussed at June meeting.  Decision voted to accept invitation at this stage and to work out how to cover costs at June meeting.  Suggestions included sponsorship monies or fund raising.
